This statement therefore seeks to bring persons to faith in Qur Triune God, to
nurture and form them in their baptismal covenant and in their discipleship,
within bonded relationships that express Christian and moral communities, and
with a lively sense of the connection between worship and mission with our
cultural heritage, symbols and styles. It also seeks to foster genuine partnership
with fellow Christians in the Anglican Communion and with those in our
ecumenical relation.

With the Gospel imperative and the Kingdom values of justice, peace and love, we
are committed to sharing our resources to the social transformation of our
societies and to the persuasion of our environment so that our people may attain
wholeness and fulfilment, that poverty, alienation, substance abuse, and violence
may not fester, and that our region may reflect the beauty and integrity of
creation.

Consequently, the Province must assist its dioceses and parishes in their approach
in order to achieve a more interconnected future that will require a cross-cultural
understanding.
